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Children’s Room Guidelines
Cannon Library is for all members of the community.  Staff members are committed to providing excellent services and resources to all patrons and ensuring that everyone who uses the library has a safe, comfortable, and enjoyable experience.
Please help us fulfill our commitment to supporting learning, building community, and enriching lives by adhering to the following guidelines:
1. Patrons of all ages are expected to adhere to the Cannon Library – Patron Conduct Guidelines.
2. Children under the age of 10 must be directly supervised at all times by and within sight of a parent, caregiver, or someone over the age of 16 who has authority to look after them.  
3. Library materials, equipment, and furnishings are to be used only for their intended purposes and with care.
4. Place all materials used in the library in the basket.
5. Be considerate of others by keeping your volume at an acceptable level.
6. Running, jumping, climbing shelves, and any unsafe actions are prohibited.
7. Headphones are to be used with all audio emitting equipment. 

8. Drinks are permitted in lidded containers.
9. Food is not permitted in the Children’s Room.
10. Diapers are to be changed in the restrooms.
Patrons shall cooperate with library staff members who must interpret and apply these guidelines. 
Library staff reserve the right to remove any person whose behavior is disruptive, inappropriate for a library environment, or interferes with the use of the library by others or the work of library staff.
